How does the Theology of the Body expand  
the “one flesh union” of husbands and wives 
spoken of in Genesis 2:24? John Paul II states 
clearly that this unity which is realised through the 
body indicates not only the ‘body,’ but also the 
‘incarnate’ communion of persons and calls for this 
communion (Nov 14, 1979).  The “one flesh union” 
of husband and wife, designed by the creator, 
cannot be a merely physical reality but a total 
mutual self donation of mind, body, and soul that is 
a call to a life of unity. The Vatican II document, 
Gaudium et Spes 24:3 states that “man cannot fully 
find himself except through a sincere gift of self.” 
The spousal call of two becoming one flesh is not 
limited to a bodily function but is an act of the will to 
love by choice and to offer each other a total gift of 
self.

Love’s Eternal Flame, “Passionate NFP”!  
In God’s magnificent wisdom, He has allowed us to 
discover the natural rhythms of our bodies that 
enable us to steward the gift of our fertility without 
artificial means.  The challenge for us is to remain 
passionately present to each other even during our 
fertile times if we have discerned prayfully that it is 
not God’s will that we begin or expand our family at 
this time.

Couples will share their stories of staying 
sexual while using Natural Family Planning 
(NFP) as well as their personal discernment 
of when to bring children into the world.  
Don’t miss this poignant and inspriational witness of 
couples living in love and cooperating with God’s 
gifts of fertility and passion.
