June has long been associated with weddings, but June 2009 may be remembered as a singular moment 
of grace for marriage in the Catholic church in the U.S. 

As mentioned in last month’s e-News, the USCCB Pastoral Initiative on Marriage Implementation Committee (PIC) is hosting 
a conference in Minnesota June 25-28. The organizers have gone to great lengths to make the conference affordable 
including meals and lodging so that everyone who cares about marriage and family can attend and leave with new insights, 
strategies, tools and wisdom to create a culture of marriage in our parishes.  The Theme is “Becoming a Marriage 
Building Church.”

A whole panel of American Bishops will speak as well as key note addresses by, Christopher West, Dennis Stoica, Barbara 
Dafoe White, and other prominent marriage experts. There will be workshops on dozens of topics including one by Ron and 
Kathy Feher entitled “Sexual Sanctity” Unraveling the mystery of Living in Love.  

In terms of spreading our own mission, what is most exciting about this opportunity is that the committee plans to video tape 
every workshop and disperse them to parishes throughout the U.S.  The actual Living in Love retreat workshop will be 
offered as a pre-conference Institute June 23-24.  This is a great opportunity for couples and priest traveling to the confer-
ence to experience Living in Love first hand and bring LL and PLL back to their home diocese or parish. We will  have an 
exhibit for Living in Love, Preparing to Live in Love, and Living in love Everyday at the conference.
